HOW YOU CAN HELP

If you speak Spanish, follow news on Univision, Televisa, or other Spanish
language media outlets

Invite neighbors in and get to know them
- Ask neighbors “are you okay?” or “do you want to share?”
- Actively listen to neighbors so you can hear their needs
Exchange contact information if neighbors desire this

- For neighbors that are U.S. Citizens, suggest purchase of passport card
($65-$30) or suggest to keep photo of naturalization certificate

Provide neighbors with groceries and/or meals
Help neighbors with locating counselors or paying counseling costs
Help neighbors with immigration costs
Help neighbors assemble family plans
« Scanning materials
Ordering materials

- Contact person delegated for temporary custody of children to pick up
children and avoid DHS while permanent person shows up

- If you are a teacher, supervisor, or boss, be understanding when
individuals are afraid to show up to school or work




- Watch for unmarked vehicles in the neighborhood and alert neighbors
to possible ICE encounters

« Do not interfere with an arrest
- Escalation could result in collateral arrests

- Escalation could potentially result in harsher treatment of person
being arrested

- If you witness an ICE detention, ask the person being detained for
their name and share it with UNETE (see the second to last slide for
contact information)

- You can document encounters
- Officer's clothing/vehicles
- Statements from officer, persons arrested, and witnesses
